CROWN CASTLE LEASE AGREEMENT

Attorney Roberson indicated he had nothing to report at this time.

BROWNFIELDS GRANT/ PHASE II ENVIRONMENTAL AUDIT

Randy Roeseler, Wendel Engineers, presented an update on the project, indicating that the plans and specs for the demolition work are on schedule and will be finished this week.  Once completed they will be forwarded to various agencies and authorization will be requested at the June Town Board meeting to advertise to receive bids in July.  A public information meeting will then be held at the Housing Authority with the contractor and any questions the residents may have can be answered. The work would begin this September and will take approximately three months to complete.   It will also be necessary to procure quotes for work involved in securing the bomb shelter location so no unauthorized entry can occur. 

Councilman Foe inquired as to whether or not the clean up of this site will ultimately result in a Brownfields area becoming a green space ready to be a “shovel ready” site.  Mr. Roeseler indicated that the goal of this project was to have that entire area ready for development.

FAIR VILLAGE SANITARY SEWER TV AND FLUSH 

Randy Roeseler, Wendel Engineers, met with Councilman Foe, Jon MacSwan, Highway Superintendent, and Randy Shoop, Water Foreman, in order to come up with ideas to cut costs for the rehabilitation of sewer lines in Fair Village.  Originally, the estimated repair costs for the four sections of sewer was $180,000.00. This amount could be reduced to $105,000 by repairing the broken pipe and installing a liner into the existing pipe, which would be a long lasting solution and would also provide good flow and alleviate infiltration.  They will firm up the details at the May meeting. 

Mr. MacSwan questioned if the savings by installing the liner  versus replacing pipes and manholes was reflected in the lower estimate.  Mr. Roeseler indicated that it was.  

REPORTS:

TOWN CLERK 

The Town Clerk reported receipt of the following:

· Receipt of letter from the NYSDOT acknowledging our letter regarding the traffic conditions on Route 425 and Upper Mountain Road. They will be conducting a traffic engineering investigation to review the request.

· Receipt from Tuesday Cronk, Tuesday’s Place, 3997 Lower Mountain Road, indicating her intent to renew her liquor license.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORTS

Jon MacSwan, Highway Superintendent, reported as follows:

· MS4 inspection is almost complete.  Mr. MacSwan indicated there is one area near the railway crossing that has a boulder impeding the storm water flow, and the Highway Department will remove it.

· Town Park - Work is being done on the walking path, and he hopes to pave it soon.

· Replacing some crossovers on Carney Drive and Cambria Road in preparation for paving.

RECREATION

Randy Roberts, Recreation Liaison, reported as follows:

· Councilman Roberts reported that the Recreation Committee has received a copy of the proposed Town Park Rules & Regulations.  The Committee will have a special meeting to review the proposed rules and will submit their recommendations for the May Town Board meeting.  

· The Recreation Committee has prepared a form for diamond rental fees, which will be presented to the Town Board for their review.

Sally Marotta-Reed, Day Program Director, indicated that the Health Department Inspections for both summer Recreation Sites are scheduled for May 8th, 2012.  Mrs. Reed suggested that the form the Committee will be submitting for baseball diamond rental also be considered for use of the soccer fields.    

ATTORNEY REPORTS

Robert Roberson, Attorney, reported as follows:

· He has been working with the BOCES attorney regarding reaching an agreement on the repair and maintenance of the BOCES pump station.  

· He is reviewing the Town water sale agreements with neighboring towns with regard to past water charges.

· Indicated that Randy Roeseler, Wendel Engineers, inquired about the status of easements in the Fair Village area.  

CONCERNS OF THE CITIZENS:

Lawrence D. Amacher, Jr., Raymond Rd., Sanborn
· Acting as the Recreation Chairman, he is requesting that a sixth member be appointed to the Committee, indicating that they rarely have 100% attendance at monthly meetings.

· Addressed the attorney with an inquiry as to  why it is taking so long to address the Crown Castle Lease agreement.  Mr. Roberson explained that the Town has an ongoing agreement with them and several people have shown interest; however, there are a number of issues and the question is what are the alternatives to maximize and what are the risks involved.

· Inquired as to the status of the Building Inspector position that was advertised in November 2011.  Supervisor Ellis indicated that the position is still open. None of the candidates that applied were qualified to fill the position.  

David Godfrey, Niagara County Legislator, reported as follows: 

· Construction is ongoing along Beebe Road, from the north of Shadigee Rd. to Wilson Burt Rd. in Town of Wilson until late fall, 2012.  This is a 4.5 million dollar project that has been done in three phases. This is phase III.

· International Joint Commission received a proposal to adjust the lake levels more extremely than in the past.  According to the claim, it is for the sake of the environment.  They will raise it 9” higher and 9” lower more frequently and for longer duration of time. This is concerning because they have given estimates of damages along the shoreline in excess of 12% more damage than there has been in the past.  The International Joint Commission has a meetings scheduled throughout the entire lakeshore.  Closest to our area is in Olcott, scheduled for Tuesday, June 6, 2012, 7 pm. 

· Chemical Waste Management (CWM) – requesting a permit to open another landfill.  There is a little strip of land between Modern and CWM called Lake Ontario Ordinance Works, where the residue from uranium was buried back in the 40’s from the atomic bombs. The Army Corp of Engineers has been working on an eight-year project to uncap and move it.  It is the most highly rated radioactive materials on the planet.  There are hundreds of thousands of yards of dirt and clay that are also contaminated, and once it is disturbed, it will be of great concern especially since Four-mile Creek and Six-mile Creek run along both sides of that landfill. 

· Niagara Falls Air Base- there are some ideas that are promising to keep the base open.  There is a NIMAC meeting next week to discuss options to save the Base.

· Niagara County has joined forces with Orleans County to have countywide internet and broadband.  They have put together a proposal to find a marketing research company to investigate and provide information to ISP providers in order to introduce competition to the other providers in the area. Federal funding may be available to fund the study.

· Radio systems are moving well across the county.

· Cambria’s Professional Park will be having a grand opening on May 17, 2012.

· Cambria’s Technology Park – the Economic Development Committee authorized Sam Ferraro, Commissioner, to submit applications for grants to assist the Town of Cambria’s Technology Park with infrastructure.  This project will include an entrance road, sanitary sewers and pump station with a total cost of around 1.7 million dollars. 

Councilman Blackman inquired as to the status of the AES Plant in Somerset.  Mr. Godfrey indicated that they are still in negotiations to re-open the plant.

PUBLIC INFORMATION SESSION- 2011 STORMWATER ANNUAL REPORT

Supervisor Ellis announced that a Public Information Session on the 2011 Stormwater Annual Report Draft will be scheduled for 8 pm, May 10th.  The draft, prepared by Tim Walck, should be available for review by the end of April. 

PROCUREMENT POLICY:

SEWER DEPARTMENT- Purchase of one (1) Grinder Pump-sole source purchase from Fluid Kinetics.
One grinder pump will be purchased, as a spare, in the amount of $2,328.00.

WATER DEPARTMENT- Purchase Orion/Panasonic Toughbook Laptop Computer and software - sole source purchase from Lock City Supply.

This will be an upgrade of the unit currently in use.  This will be purchased in the amount of $5,825.00.  

Upon a motion duly made by Councilman Foe, seconded by Councilman Blackman, it was resolved to authorize a sole source purchase from Fluid Kinetics for one grinder pump in the amount of $2,328.00 and a sole source purchase from Lock City Supply for an Orion/Panasonic Toughbook Laptop Computer and software in the amount of $5,825.00
