PUBLIC HEARING – COMSTOCK ROAD – LOCKPORT ROAD WATERLINE EXTENSION


The Clerk read the public hearing notice.  Robert Klavoon, Wendel Duchscherer, presented an overview of the proposed project, estimated at a maximum cost of $485,000.00.


Catherine Wray, 4952 Blackman Road, questioned if the projects would be put out to bid or completed by Town forces.  Supervisor Ellis indicated the projects would be bid.
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As there was no one else desiring to be heard, the public hearing was closed.

PUBLIC HEARING – LOCKPORT ROAD PRESSURE/GRAVITY SEWER LINE EXTENSION


The Clerk read the Notice of Public Hearing.  Robert Klavoon, Wendel Duchscherer, presented a brief overview of the project, estimated at a maximum cost of $660,000.


The hearing was opened for comment.


Catherine Wray, 4952 Blackman Road, questioned the authorization of the expenditure of over $1 million for “potential” development.  She also questioned tax abatement programs  which are offered to entice developers.


Councilman Bush indicated the Board is not spending the money now—the legal procedures are being cleared to pursue development of the area.

  Councilman Blackman commented that there has been some interest in developing the property, prior interest by HSBC and, most recently, by representatives from “YAHOO”.  The developers may not have chosen the Cambria site because it wasn’t “shovel ready”.  Having utilities to the property would enhance its potential development, increasing the Town’s tax base.  

Supervisor Ellis indicated that PILOT programs only affect the general tax and our general tax in the Town of Cambria only affects the Highway Department.  All the other special district taxes would not be impacted by a PILOT agreement


Having heard all those desiring to be heard, the public hearing was closed.

WATER/SEWER SERVICE EXTENSIONS


Robert Klavoon indicated the coordinated review began on May 19th and will carry through to June 19th with a 30-day waiting period for comments. They have received comments from NYSDEC. He has contacted the Niagara County Health Department and Highway Department and they have no objections as to the location where the water/sewer lines will be placed.  The Board should be able to take action at the July meeting.


Attorney Roberson indicated he would have the Article 202-b resolutions prepared for the July meeting.  Supervisor Ellis indicated action would be postponed until the July Board meeting.
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FEMA FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP UPDATE


Supervisor Ellis indicated we have received a response from FEMA dated June 4, 2009, indicating our concerns will be evaluated as protests.


Robert Klavoon indicated that something positive is that FEMA is looking at the watersheds in the County as a whole, recognizing that any downstream impacts filed by communities would be considered for Town of Cambria upstream.

LOCAL LAW REGULATING WIND ENERGY SYSTEMS


Supervisor Ellis indicated the Board is in receipt of a letter from the Planning Board recommending approval of the final draft of the proposed local law.  A work meeting was called for June 24th at 7:30 pm in the Community Room to address the draft local law.

NYS OFFICE OF REAL PROPERTY SERVICES – 2009 EQUALIZATION RATE


Supervisor Ellis indicated the NYS Office of Real Property Services has released the 2009 equalization rate status – the tentative 2009 rate for the Town of Cambria remains at 100.


Councilman Bush questioned the percentage change in estimate of full value. Supervisor Ellis indicated the Assessor should be able to address the matter.

MEMORANDUM – PROCESSING OF VOUCHERS


Supervisor Ellis reminded the Board of the memorandum which was sent by the Town Clerk last month relative to the schedule for processing vouchers.  Vouchers will be available for Town Board review on the Wednesday prior to the meeting and also on Thursday, the date of the meeting.  In an effort to ensure accuracy of the vouchers, he requested the Board respect this time schedule.


Councilwoman Kroening commented that she felt the day prior to the meeting does not allow sufficient time for review.

ATTORNEY REPORTS


There were no reports presented by the Attorney.

RECREATION COMMITTEE


Sally Marotta-Reed, Recreation Day Program Director, reported as follows:

· Safety/CPR classes are being held for Recreation Counselors
· Donation of craft items has been received
· Recreation flyers have been distributed to all the schools with the exception of Starpoint, which will be distributed next week
· Recreation brochures are being finalized and should be available next week
Supervisor Ellis indicated that the Baseball Director has obtained sponsorships in the  amount of $1,300 or $1,600, which is the most we have received in several years.

Supervisor Ellis also indicated that notification has been received from the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation that our application for the Town Park Construction project under the Environmental Protection Fund has not been selected for funding.  He will be meeting with our grant writer to review areas of the application.

CONCERNS OF CITIZENS


Sally Marotta-Reed questioned what the criteria was for those communities which did receive grant funding for their project.  Supervisor Ellis indicated our grant writer, Bernie Rotella, will be speaking with Noelle Kardos to review our application and address areas which could be improved upon in future applications.


The following residents were present to voice their concerns regarding the progress of the Town Park:  Catherine Wray, 4952 Blackman Road; James Schwab, 4966 Blackman Road; Janice Bowden, 4862 Upper Mountain Road. It was indicated that if community volunteers are needed to expedite the progress, they would be able to get volunteers to offer their service to help in whatever way they can.  A lengthy discussion followed. 


Jon MacSwan, Highway Superintendent, indicated that he is finishing up some paving work and has been assisting other Towns in recent weeks.  As part of the shared services program, he will be requesting the assistance of other towns to complete the necessary drainage, roadway and pond.  He also presented a listing of the various projects throughout the town for which he is responsible, indicating he only has six employees to fulfill those responsibilities.  Mr. MacSwan further indicated that once started, if weather permits, it will take approximately three weeks to complete the drainage phase of the park.
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Thomas Reed, 5292 Cambria Road, questioned how often the Park Committee meets.  Councilman Bush indicated they have not had any recent meetings, as he doesn’t feel there is anything for them to address at this time.

Supervisor Ellis indicated that the next phase of the Town Park would be the baseball fields.  He again reminded those present that the development of the Town Park is a long-term project, 15 – 20 years. Financing a project of this magnitude requires the Board to look closely at our tax base and determine what is a reasonable tax increase for our residents to bear to sustain the ongoing project.   He also pointed out that a Recreation fee is now charged for new construction within subdivisions.

CEMETERY RULES/REGULATIONS AMENDMENT


The Town Clerk recommended the Board amend the rules/regulations for the Mount View Cemetery by deleting the last sentence in Section I, Sale of Lots which reads as follows:  “Title to gravesites not fully paid for within six months from date of first payment shall remain with the Town of Cambria and the Town of Cambria may sell such lots not paid for either by public or private sale after giving ten (10) days notice by mail, addressed to the last known address of the person making payment on the lot”.


As it has been our policy to require full payment for lot purchases, deletion of this sentence will clarify that policy.


Upon a motion duly made by Councilman Ohol and seconded by Councilman Blackman, it was resolved to amend the rules/regulations for the Mount View Cemetery to delete the last sentence in Section I, Sale of Lots.
