The regular monthly meeting of the PLANNING BOARD of the TOWN of CAMBRIA was called to order by William Amacher, Chairman, at 7:20 P.M.   He welcomed everyone followed by the Pledge to the Flag.

A Resolution was made by Mr. Schreader and seconded by Mrs. Connelly to appoint John Phillips, Vice Chairman of the Planning Board for the year 2014.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.


A motion was made by Mr. Phillips and seconded by Mr. Schreader to approve the minutes of meeting of December 16, 2013 as presented.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.

Mr. Biehl, owner, and David Manko. builder and developer, were present at this meeting.


The following have been submitted:  Application for Site Plan Approval and Agreement (consisting of 3 pages), Short Environmental Assessment Form, Agricultural Data Statement, and Preliminary Plans (3 pages) as prepared by Thaddeus J. Pyda, Architect, dated 12/10/12   and Revised 1/30/13.


Mr. Biehl would like to construct a Tasting room, approximately 5,000 square feet “L” shaped building, 30 feet by 70 feet and the back of the building will be approximately  40 feet by 70 feet.  Also, there will be a court yard, paved parking lot for vehicles and can accommodate buses, and landscaping.  Business will be open from 10:00 A.M.  to 6:00 P.M. seven days a week.  There will be approximately eight (8) employees, no outside storage. They will need to apply for a variance because the new building will be approximately twenty (20) feet from the property line and ordinance requires 100 feet.

Chairman asked applicant if there would be a sprinkler system in the building?


Building Inspector said he had E-mailed Dept. of Agriculture and Markets if a sprinkler system would be required in the proposed building and was informed that applicant would need to follow New York State Building Codes, but there was no answer on the sprinkler system.


Counsel said applicant must abide by all regulations and Building Codes.


Mr. Manko said Mr. Biehl would like a sign, size according to code, temporarily, which would be on an angle which might say something like “Coming Soon”.


Building Inspector said there is no problem with the sign as long as it is no larger  than 32 square feet.  


Per applicant, the existing sign will be taken down and placed in front of new building.  There will be some landscaping around the sign which will look very nice.  They will come back for a permanent sign at a later date.


Counsel said, as far as a permanent sign, this board, Planning Board, can approve a sign 32 square feet tonight.  


Mr. Manko said the sign will be soft up-light from the bottom.


There will be stone on the front of the building part way from the bottom up, look something like French Provincial, color coordinated like existing building.  There will  be signs on the building from parking lot to Tasting room.  They plan to have banquet facility for private parties, like wedding, birthday, etc.


All parking will be on Eveningside’s property itself.  There will be approximately 49 parking spots and access for buses.


Also planned, two or three rows of decorative retaining stone wall to hold land back.


Mr. Manko said they would be disturbing less than one (1) acre of land.


The plan is to start this project in the Spring of 2014 and should take approximately five to six months to complete and be ready for business in the Fall.


Mr. Phillips said a variance will be required next to existing residence on the east  side, will be parking vehicles 45 – 50 feet from property line.

Mr. Biehl said there will be a full kitchen, perhaps contract a caterer for parties like weddings and birthdays.  There will be an outdoor patio with a roof. 

   
For septic system, there will be a holding tank and a sand filter system for the new building, tasting room.  Mr. Biehl said the county will design the system which will be located behind the patio.


There will be storm drainage for parking lot under one (1) acre.  Water will go to an open field gradually to green area from parking lot and go in north-northwesterly direction on the applicant’s property.  The depth of applicant’s  property is approximately 1860 feet. 


There will be four (4) light standards, direct lighting to the ground, security up-lighting and down-lighting around the buildings, corner lights stay on and others will go off,  soft direct lighting, will not have excessive lighting.


A motion was made by Mr. Phillips and seconded by Mr. Schreader to declare negative declaration under SEQR on Application for Site Plan Approval for Eveningside Vineyards.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.


A motion was made by Mr. Schreader and seconded by Mrs. Connelly to approve Preliminary Site Plan of Eveningside Vineyards as presented with condition sign will be a maximum of 32 square feet with soft up-lighting.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.

REPORTS:


Building Inspector – Subject – Opportunities Unlimited, Pekin Townline Road


Complaints from neighbors – having a problem getting from their residence onto Pekin Townline Road when vehicles (like small bus) are parked along the road, difficult to see around them.  The bus picks up people there in the morning and returns them at night.

Discussion on this problem.  Mr. McCann and Mr. Phillips have been to this property.  Two suggestions:  drive bus in to property, turn around and drive out; or, a circular driveway which is less desirable, due to width of the property and location of the trees on the property.  No street parking is permitted.

After that is completed, the Planning and Zoning Boards will review proposed changes, etc. to the Zoning Ordinance.

Chairman said he will be away in February and Mr. Phillips will be Chairman.  He also asked Mrs. Connelly to be present  in  February.
