A motion was made by Mr. Hurtgam and seconded by Mr. Mawhiney to approve minutes of  meeting of December 21, 2009.


Mr. Phillips said some additional information should be included on Page 4 as follows: from  the “Planning News Fall 2009”, article on “Regulating Wind Turbine Noise”.  Attorney was asked to review this article to see if we should recommend modifications to existing proposed regulations to the Town Board.

REUBEN HASELEY FARMS, 8900 Lockport Road, Niagara Falls, N.Y. 14304

Lloyd Haseley was present on behalf of the aforementioned and said they wish to sell one lot on 

the west side of Cambria Wilson Road, approximately across from the Cambria Fire Company, on the north east corner of Haseley  property,  dimensions approximately 150 feet by 200 feet.  He said they may wish to sell more lots in the future.


Applicant was informed if lot is approved, a Recreation fee is required.


It appears there are no drainage issues on this proposed lot.


Mr. Haseley said the lot is a little wider at the front than at the back.

Mrs. McCollum said she is selling approximately nineteen (19.1) acres, of agricultural property on the north side of Upper Mountain Road to Eric Siegmann, 4460 Upper Mountain Road, Lockport 14094, who resides on the south side of Upper Mountain Road.  The 19 acres is to be combined with Mr. Siegmann’s existing property on to one deed.

The following have been submitted:  Application for Subdivision Review, Request for Minor Sub-

division Approval, Short Environmental Assessment Form, Agricultural Data Statement, copy of Back-ground maps dated November 17, 2009 and copy of Survey map.  


Subject property is approximately 1.12 acres.  They would like to make this a residential lot and it was determined that this property is Zoned B-1 and a residence is not permitted in a B-1 district.


Mr. Kesterson said someone, a Mr. Miller, is interested in this lot which is adjacent to the Miller property on the east side which is located in the Town of Lockport and there are plans for a subdivision.
