The regular monthly meeting of the ZONING BOARD of APPEALS of the TOWN of CAMBRIA was called to order by Michael Sieczkowski, Chairman, at 8:15 P.M. followed by the Pledge to the Flag.

A motion was made by Mr. Robinson and seconded by Mr. Smith to approve minutes of meeting of December 16, 2013 as presented.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.


There were no new Applications for Special Permits, Variances or Renewals for January 2014.  

REPORTS:


Chairman – most of the board members had received  copy of information received from NYS DEC regarding “Dispenza Pond Excavation” project for review and a response to letter from DEC dated January 8, 2014 must be made by February 7, 2014.


Counsel  – reviewed SEQR procedure with Andrew Reilly of Wendel Engineers. Confirmed  preparation of Environmental Impact Statement or determination of Non-Significance will be done after designation of the “SEQR Lead Agency”.  DEC is customarily Lead Agent on this type of application. 



The Zoning Board of Appeals concurs with designation of New York State Department of Environmental Conservation as SEQR Lead Agent for the review of  Mining Permit Application to Niagara Frontier Clay, Inc. for Dispenza Pond Excavation on property at 3130 Ridge Road, Ransomville.  The Zoning Board will act on the request for a Use Variance by Mr. Dispenza after SEQR process is completed.


Because of the time frame under SEQR to consent to DEC to be  Lead Agent, the Chairman will  be authorized to send a letter to DEC that the Zoning Board concurs with the designation of DEC to be Lead Agent.


Mr. Powley asked if there is a moratorium on clay mining?
Counsel said we are not aware of a moratorium on clay mining at this time.  
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Dispenza – pond

  
Building Inspector – There is a 30 day period for public input after Lead Agent status has been taken care of.  Applicant has applied for a Mining Permit and per DEC’s letter to the town,  February 7th is the final date to concur with the Lead Agent and applicant has applied to the town for a Use Variance.


The board members have not had a chance to review the Mining Permit 

Application  submitted by applicant to  DEC.  At the February 24th meeting the board will review it with a representative from Wendel Engineering and discuss any other issues such as setbacks, dust control, hours of operation, etc. and will provide DEC with that  information to be included with SEQR as part of the SEQR  process.


A motion was made by Mr. Smith and seconded by Mr. Robinson that the Zoning Board concurs with designation of DEC to be Lead Agent for SEQR for Mining Permit which applicant would require in addition  to Use  Variance for Dispenza Pond Excavation on twelve (12) acres located on property at 3130 Ridge Road, Ransomville, N.Y. 14131, authorizing Chairman to respond to DEC that the board concurs with the designation of DEC to be Lead Agent  “and to provide additional information regarding proposed impacts and other information on project as it may deem appropriate”.   Mr. Robinson agreed to the aforementioned addition.  No further discussion.  Unanimously approved, motion carried.

Chairman – appointment of a Vice Chairman for 2014 –action deferred until the February meeting.  There is no alternate board member as of this meeting.


Counsel informed the board and especially new members about telecommunication laws (cell towers and co-locations).  Initially, per Local Law, Special Permit is initially granted for one year. In the past,  renewals have been granted for a five (5)  year period   More recently, the board in its discretion, has been granting renewals for a three (3) year period.
