BEAR RIDGE SOLAR PROJECT-UPDATE

[image: ]Rikki Cason was in attendance and gave an update on holiday hours for the Community Outreach Office-

Supervisor Ellis announced the resignation of the Town Historian, Brooke Morse. Ms. Morse is a professional librarian and historical archivist and has done a great deal to organize the records and the data that has been stored at the Historical Society.  Supervisor Ellis thanked her for her service.  Deputy Historian, Gail Reinbird will be taking over the position.

Supervisor Ellis thanked Tom Reed, for the great job he did decorating the gazebo for Christmas.  The ladies in the Town Hall also did a great job inside the building.

CONCERNS OF CITIZENS

Resident on Lower Mountain Road voiced concerns regarding Zoning, Code Enforcement and Effectiveness.  There is a question as to the legitimacy of two neighbors to operate business as they currently do.  First business is dumpster, container, scraping and salvage operation-all year round.  Coming and going all hours with back up beeper and wakes up the family.  Second, operates several businesses on mother’s property.  Most recent is a wholesale operation and is advertised on Facebook as H&S Wholesale.  Notified the Code Enforcement Officer, Town Attorney and has been going on for approx. 9 years with no resolution.  

Does the Town monitor these issues?   How can this continue?  

Supervisor Ellis indicated that the Code Enforcement Officer/Building Inspector does address the issues and they go away for a while and then start back up again.  There is money in the 2020 budget to add another Code Enforcement Officer.  He will check into this and get back in touch with the resident.

Supervisor Ellis acknowledged Starpoint High School students in the audience to fulfill their government class requirement.
