Mr. Guido was present at the meeting.  Mr. Christopher Prinzi, Operations Coordinator for Solar Liberty was also present at the meeting.  Mr. Prinzi addressed both proposed solar projects on the agenda this evening.  (Mosley Pole Mounted Solar Array)  Mr. Guido would like to install a 1,200 square foot ground mounted solar array.  This array will not face the Road.  Pole and rail construction will be used.  The height of the proposed solar array would be 11 feet 6 inches.  The solar panels will be non-glare, with a 30-55 degree tilt.  The wires which are underground go into the inverter (both solar arrays have string inverters) main distribution panel which for the Guido installation will be located in the crawl space then goes into the electrical panel which will need  its own disconnect switch.  The separate disconnect switch is needed in case of fire.  According to the National Electric Code (NEC) it must be located 20 foot from the main distribution panel.  
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Solar Array Site Plans Continued-Guido and Mosley

The NEC is the standard for the safe installation of electrical wiring and equipment in the United States.  It is part of the National Fire Codes series published by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA).

According to Mr. Schreader and Mr. Mawhiney in the event of a fire the fire fighter will cut the power at the pole to disable this type of system.  
Mr. McCann stated that he will contact the State to clarify how best to disable these systems in the event of a fire.  These systems will stay energized for a period of time so it is crucial to correctly disable the system in the event of a fire.
Mr. Prinzi stated that the Town of Portland in Chautauqua County requires a plan to address fire safety issues with each solar array that is installed.  A Fire Safety Plan is developed for fighting a fire on each property that has a solar array. The plan is discussed and filed with each fire department.  The Board felt this would be of particular importance for roof mounted solar arrays.  Mr. Prinzi will send Cambria Fire Department this information. Mr. McCann will add this to the application, and see that it is filed with each Fire Department.

The normal life expectancy for a Solar Array is 25 years but in Western New York they typically last 35-40 years.  Mr. Prinzi pointed out that even when a Solar Array is not functioning at maximum output it is still generating power that will continue to be used by the home owner.  He pointed out that the output will diminish over time but still remain useful.  The typical lifespan for the invertor is 12 years.  
When asked by The Board, Mr. Prinzi stated that if the property is sold and the new owners do not want the Solar Arrays, Solar Liberty will remove the arrays for a cost to the new owner.  The Board further asked what happens in 25 years when the arrays need to be disposed of, Mr. Prinzi stated that the arrays will be salvaged when possible or disposed of by Solar Liberty.

A motion was made by Mr. Schreader and seconded by Mr. Mawhiney to Declare a Negative Declaration under SEQR, all in favor, motion carried.

A Motion was made by Mr. Schreader and seconded by Mr. Meal to approve this ground mounted solar array with the following conditions:
1. Applicant shall comply with Local Law No. 2 of 2017 which amended Local Law No. 1 of 2015 regulating Solar Energy Systems in the Town of Cambria, the New York State Fire and The National Electric Code.

2. Applicant shall remove Solar Arrays and all related equipment, stands and/or mounts within two (2) years of such time as the Solar Array permitted hereunder shall cease to function.
3. Applicant shall file a Fire Safety Plan with the Code Enforcement Officer, who will forward same to the local volunteer fire companies; and
4. Applicant shall obtain a Building Permit prior to construction, all in favor, motion carried.

Due to the height of this proposed pole mounted solar array a Variance will need to be granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals.  If the variance has been approved, site plan approval may be sought from the Planning Board.    Mr. Mosely indicated that he would like to begin this project in the beginning of June.  If Mr. Mosley would like a special meeting to expedite this process, he may do so at his expense.

Mr. Schulz was present at the meeting and would like to construct an 80 foot x 48 foot building.
